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SUBJECT:  44C Military Occupational Specialty
1.  Purpose.  To provide information on the consolidation of Military Occupational Specialty 73C and 73D into 44C 

2.  Facts. 

 a.  Military Occupational Specialties (MOS) 73C and 73D will consolidate under a new MOS 44C, Finance Technician, beginning 1 October 2004 for active duty. The Reserve Component will consolidate MOS beginning 1 October 2005.  Training materials for Advanced Individual Training (AIT), Basic Non Commissioned Officer Course (BNCOC), and Advanced Non Commissioned Officer Course (ANCOC) contain a heavy emphasis on accounts payable, military accounting, budgeting, and resource management, with a limited amount of military pay.

b.   The AIT training will continue to include military pay tasks until the full implementation of the Defense Integrated Military Human Resource System (DIMHRS).  The critical changes for BNCOC and ANCOC are the inclusion of the Planning, Programming, Budgeting, and Execution System (PPBES) course in the BNCOC course and the addition of the Resource Management Budget Course (RMBC) to the ANCOC course.  The Finance School (FIS) anticipates modifying the current 44C courseware upon receipt of a new Commandant approved critical task list resulting from this year’s 44C task review panel conducted at the FMLM. The FIS plans to develop and validate any modifications prior to the directed implementation dates.
c.   Currently, The FIS has completed successful initial validations for 44C10 and 44C30.  Presently, the first 44C40 validation is in session.  A second validation of each skill level will be complete prior to full implementation of 44C training in October 2004 for the Active Army.
d.  Exportable Training Support Packages (TSPs) will be provided to field units to aid in the 44C training transition. The TSPs will contain information added to the 44C course for personnel who have already completed AIT, BNCOC, or ANCOC.  

e.  44C Train the Trainer (TTT) sessions have been scheduled for July and August for both AC & RC units and September for RC units only.  The purpose of TTT is to provide 44C instruction to selected subject matter experts (SME) from the field.  Upon completion, these SMEs will return to their units and train other unit members using the resources and knowledge received from the schoolhouse.  A stand-alone read-ahead package will be available on the Finance School website for review prior to arriving at the course.  These training sessions are vital to ensure a successful transition to the 44C MOS across the corps.
